TWELFTHINFANTRY.

This regiment had a larger representation than any other
from the two counties which are the subject of this history,
there being over four hundred men in its ranks from Ber-
rien County and about one hundred from Van Buren. Com-
pany B was raised at St. Joseph and vicinity; Company

C, at Buchanan and vicinity; Company E, and parts
of Companies F and K, at Niles; and Company I, at and
around Berrien Springs. There were also many from Ber-
rien County in the other companies. Company H and part
of K were raised in Van Buren County, and there were
thirty or forty more from that county in other companies.

The regimental rendezvous was at Niles. It remained
there in camp of instruction, busily preparing for its duties
in the field, until the 18th of March, 1862, when it set out
for St. Louis, with a thousand men and officers on its rolls.
From St. Louis it was hurried forward to Pittsburg

Landing, and was stationed in the extreme front of the
Union army, about eighty rods from Shiloh Church.

Much has been said about the Union troops being sur-
prised at Shiloh; but Maj. (then licutenant) S. W. Pearl, of
Benton, who was with the 12th at the extreme front, says
there was nothing of the kind. The advanced regiments
knew from the reports of reconnoitering parties that there
was a large Confederate force not far off, and were expect-
ing its approach.* About two o’clock in the morning of the
6th of April, 1862, a reconnoitering party was sent out, met
the enemy, and fell back before him to the Union picket
line. Meanwhile the 12th and other regiments were put in
line of battle, and moved to a point about one hundred rods
in front of their color-line, and there, about six o’clock
in the morning, they began the fight with the advancing
enemy.

The Confederate commanders hurled heavy columns
against the comparatively few regiments at the front of the
field, and steadily drove them back. All day long the battle
raged in the forests of Tennessee, the Union troops being
slowly but steadily forced back until six o’clock in the
evening, when they stood near the banks of the Tennessee
River, and saw across that stream the welcome reinforce-
ments of Buell.

That night a portion of Buell’s army crossed the Ten-
nessee, and in the morning the Union forces took the of-
fensive, and drove back the enemy over the same ground
which he had triumphantly traversed the preceding day.
During the battle of the 7th this regiment was most of the
time in the rear of Buell’s army, but it took part in the final
charge in the afternoon, when the rebels were driven from
the field. In this battle the 12th suffered severely having
about forty men killed and eighty wounded.

After the surrender of Corinth the 12th was ordered to
Jackson, Tenn., and was on duty at that place and Bolivar
during a large part of the summer and autumn of 1862.

When Gens. Price and Van Dorn were defeated in their at-
tempt to recapture Corinth, on the 3d and 4th of October,
the 12th was a part of the force sent by Gen. Grant from
Bolivar, under Gen. Hurlbut, to cut off the retreat of the
defeated army. Gen. Hurlbut’s command met the retreating
Confederates at the bridge over the Hatchie River, some
fifteen miles west of Corinth, on the 5th of October, the
point being sometimes called Metamora.

A very sanguinary battle ensued, which, for the num-
bers engaged, was one of the hardest of the war. The por-
tion of the Confederate army which had crossed the river
were attacked on the west side and driven back, and then,
amid a storm of shot and shell, the 12th and other regi-
ments crossed the bridge, and drove the enemy from his
position on the west side. His attempt to escape at this
point was completely foiled, though the greater part of his
army made their way across the river at a point several
miles farther south.

After the battle of the Hatchie the 12th returned to Bo-
livar, where it remained until the 4th of November. From
that time until the 31st of May, 1863, it was engaged in
guarding the Mississippi Central Railway from near Boli-
var to Hickory Valley, the regimental headquarters being
at Middleburg, Tenn.

On the 24th of December, 1862, one hundred and fif-
teen of the men, who were in a block-house at Middleburg,
under the command of Col. William H. Graves, were sur-
rounded by a whole division of rebel cavalry under Gen.
Van Dorn, who had captured over a thousand Union troops
at Holly Springs, Miss., and had thence made his way into
Tennessee. He demanded the surrender of the post, which
was promptly refused by Col. Graves. The rebels then
opened fire, and during two hours made desperate efforts
to capture the little garrison. The latter, however, gallant-
ly maintained its position, and, as it was well protected,
it was able to inflict on the enemy a much greater loss
than its own. Finally the assailants withdrew, leaving nine
killed and eleven wounded on the field, besides the less
severely wounded, whom they took away with them. Fif-
teen rebel prisoners, including ten officers, were captured.
The garrison had six wounded, and lost thirteen prisoners,
most of whom were captured while on picket.

In general orders issued from the headquarters of Gen.
Grant, the 12th Michigan, and other regiments which had
successfully defended their posts, were declared to be
deserving of the thanks of the army, which was in a mea-
sure dependent on the road they so nobly defended for
supplies.”

The regiment remained on duty in West Tennessee dur-
ing the ensuing winter and the beginning of the spring, but
about the last of May embarked on transports at Memphis,
and proceeded down the Mississippi, arriving at Chick-
asaw Bluff, near Vicksburg, on the 3d of June, 1863. It
disembarked at Sartatia, on the Yazoo, and marched to
Haynes’ Bluff, and then closed in towards Vicksburg.

The SVR roots date back to

1881 with the “Cadet Corps”
of the Grand Army of the
Republic (GAR) - the largest
Union Veterans organization
which formed in 1866 after
the Civil War. The members
of the GAR encouraged the
formation of their sons as the
SUVCW in 1881. These units
eventually became known
as the Sons of Veterans
Reserve, when the Sons of
Union Veterans of the Civil
War moved toward a more
patriotic and educational
organization in design.

Many of the Sons of Union
Veterans Camps (local orga-
nizations) formed reserve
military units which volun-
teered their services during
the Spanish - American War,
World War I, and with the
National Guard. Just prior to
World War |, over 5,000 men
wore the blue uniform of the
SVR. As late as the 1930’s,
several states regarded their
local SVR units as a military
training component. Since
World War Il, the SVR has
evolved into a ceremonial
and commemorative organi-
zation. In 1962, the National
Military Department was
created by the SUVCW and
consolidated the SVR units
under national regulations
and command. Since 1962,
there have been five SUVCW
Brothers that have held the
SVR rank of Brigadier Gen-
eral and have had the honor
to serve as the Commanding
Officer of the SVR.

Though it formed a part of the Union line which prevented
escape from, or succor of, the doomed city, and though the
men could hear the continual roar of the cannon and see the
shells circling gracefully on their mission of death, yet they
were not themselves brought under fire during the siege.

On the 28th of July the regiment embarked for Helena,
Ark., where it remained until the 13th of August. It then
marched with Gen. Steele’s army to Little Rock, the capital
of Arkansas. Arriving on the 10th of September at a point
six miles below that city, on the north side of the Arkansas,
the Union troops found the way slopped by Gen. Price with
a large Confederate army, strongly entrenched on the north
side of the river, with several batteries on the south side.
During the night of the 10th this regiment and others were
placed close to the river. Early on the morning of the 11th the
command was rapidly crossed on pontoons to the south side
of the stream, and immediately drove the rebels from their
intrenchments on that side. A running fight was maintained
all day, the enemy constantly retreating before the advancing
Unionists, who entered Little Rock just before nightfall. The
12th suffered no loss during the movement.

On the 26th and 27th the regiment moved from Little
Rock to Benton, Ark., but on the 1st of November it returned
to the former place. It remained there until the 14th of Janu-
ary, 1864, during which time the larger part of the men re-
enlisted, constituting it a veteran volunteer regiment. It then
returned to Michigan, arriving at Niles on the 1st day of Feb-
ruary, when the men were furloughed for thirty days.

Rendezvousing at Niles in the first part of March, with
a large number of recruits, the regiment left on the 21st for
Little Rock, where it arrived on the Ist of April. On the
26th it set out for Pine Bluff, marching forty-eight miles
in two days, and arriving there on the 28th. Two days later
it returned to Little Rock. On the 17th of May it moved to
Brownsville, and from Brownsville to Springfield, reaching
that place on the 25th, and returning to Little Rock on the
31st ; the object of this and many similar marches being to
drive away the guerrilla bands which infested the State, but
who were extremely difficult to come up with.

On the 25th of June the regiment proceeded by rail to Du-
vall’s Bluff, and thence by steamer to Clarendon, on White
River. It engaged the enemy, under Gen. Shelby, on the 26th,
having a running fight with him, and chasing him all that
day and the next. It then returned to Duvall’s Bluff, where it
remained encamped until the 30th of August following.

The next move of the 12th was up White River by steam-
er. It was fired on by guerrillas, on the 4th of September,
from the banks of the river, six of its men being killed and
wounded. The regiment disembarked as soon as possible,
but the chivalry had fled. The next day the regiment moved
up the river to Austin, but returned to Duvall’s Bluff on the
7th of September.

From this time until the 6th of June, 1805, the headquar-
ters of the regiment were at Duvall’s Bluff, the men being
stationed there or in the immediate vicinity, and being em-

The Grand Army of the Republic (G.A.R.) was the first truly national veterans organization
in the country. Membership was limited to veterans of the American Civil War who served as
soldiers, sailors or marines during 1861-1865.

The structure included the National Organization, State level organizations known as De-
partments and local units known as Posts. All members belonged to a Post. The Post usually
met twice a month. Delegates represented the Post at annual meetings of the Department
known as Encampments. The Department Encampment elected delegates to attend the annual
National Encampments.

Those seeking membership completed applications stating their background and military
service. Upon acceptance this information was recorded in a Post Descriptive Book. Financial
records, including payment of dues and other related information were kept. Many Posts pur-
chased, or were presented, large bound volumes known as Memorial Books. A page was pro-
vided for each member and contained personal background information and the reminiscences
of the member about his military service and his closest friends in the service and obituary
comments upon his death. Minute Books contain the history of the actions and activities of
the Post.

All of the above noted materials are “one of a kind” records. The Post was not required to
file copies of this material elsewhere.

Each Post filed Quarterly Reports (later semi-annual, and finally annual reports) of new
members, suspensions, drops, transfers and deaths of their members. The Department copies
of these reports are found at the State of Michigan Archives. Department headquarters were
located in the Capitol Building in Lansing from 1897 to 1956.

The Sons of Union Veterans of the Civil War is the heir and successor organization to the
Grand Army of the Republic. We are chartered by Act of Congress and are one of the five Al-
lied Orders of the Grand Army of the Republic.

Among the charges given to us by the GAR was that we were to preserve and make avail-
able, for research, the records of their Order and information on all who served during the
Civil War. In this fashion we would keep alive the memory of the sacrifices they made to
secure the future of the country and keep green their memory in the eyes of the nation.

THE GAR RECORDS PROJECT

Among the key objectives of this committee is to do a complete county by county search
for materials of the type described.

The results of this activity will lead to the development of a definitive list, by Post, of the
surviving records by type, their location and information on a contact person for research
purposes.

It is hoped that whenever possible that we will be allowed to make copies of these A“one
of a kindA” materials to assure that the contents of the records are not lost. Copies can then
be placed in several locations for preservation. There is no way that these materials could be
reconstructed if the originals are lost.

We need to create awareness that in those instances where the holders of these records de-
cide to dispose of them, that they call us first. They need to know that someone is interested
in maintaining this important portrait of our history for future generations.

Bcrrlen ]Crom Fage 7 fatigue duties, and
especially in guarding the railroad which preserved the
communications of troops more advanced.

On the 6th of June the regiment broke camp, and
moved by way of Little Rock to Washington, Ark., where

it arrived on the 31st. The war was now over, but it
was necessary still to employ troops at various points
to prevent the depredations of guerrillas, and assure the
maintenance of the power of the Union. The 12th was ac-
cordingly broken up for that purpose. Companies A, B, C,
and F were sent to Camden, where they were under the
command of Maj. S. W. Pearl. Company E was stationed
at Arkadelphia, and Company D at Paraclifta. The other
companies remained at Washington with the headquarters
of the regiment. On the 30th of September, Company F
was sent from Camden to Champagnolle, on the Washita
River, and about the same time the headquarters of the
regiment, with Companies H and K, were removed from
Washington to Camden.

The various detachments remained at the positions
first noted until the forepart of February, when they all
assembled at Camden, and on the 15th of that month were
mustered out of the service. The regiment then proceeded
by steamer down the Washita and Red Rivers to the Mis-
sissippi, and up that stream to Cairo, and thence by rail to
Jackson, Mich. It was paid off and discharged on the 6th
day of March, 1866.

The fortunes of war were such that the 12th Infantry
did not meet the enemy on as many fields of battle as did

some of its comrade organizations, but it performed
faithfully all the duties entrusted to it, and its record from
first to last was a credit to its members and to the State.
The losses of the 12th during its term of service num-
bered four hundred and thirty-two deaths by disease and
in battle, this being the largest death-record of any Michi-
gan regiment excepting only the 6th Infantry, in which the
corresponding loss was five hundred and forty-two.

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George H. Thomas Post #14
Benton Harbor, Berrien County, Michigan
Organized May 24, 1880

This Post was named to honor General George Henry Thom-
as. He graduated from the Military Academy in 1840 and served
in the Mexican War. Although born in Virginia, he remained in
the Union Army after the start of the Civil War. He gained the
first decisive Union victory in the West at Mill Springs in south-
ern Kentucky on Jan. 19, 1862. At Chickamauga, in September
of 1863, Thomas’ defense of the center of a broken Union line in
the face of the furious Confederate attack earned him the sobri-
quet “Rock of Chickamaug”. In November of that year he led the
successful assault on Missionary Ridge which routed the Con-
federates and forced them to retreat to Georgia. Thomas headed
the military department of Tennessee after the war and in 1869
was given command of the Division of the Pacific. He died in
San Francisco, Calif., May 28, 1870.

The Post was mustered with 37 Charter Members.

The first Post Commander was George R. Wright. He enlisted
November 10, 1862 as a Private in Company F, 34th Wisconsin
Infantry and was discharged on September 4, 1865 as Captain,
Company F,47th Wisconsin Infantry.

The Post started meeting at the Odd Fellows Hall on Main
Street. They met, mostly on Main Street, at places designated
as Grand Army Hall, Armory, Wardens Hall, and D of H Hall.
In 1916 they met at the Library on the corner of Wall and 6th
Streets. In 1925 they met at Memorial Hall on St. Joseph and in
1928 at the Foreign Wars Hall on Pearl Street.

The last report filed by this Post was December 31, 1935 and
indicated five remaining active members.

The last Post Commander was C. B. Holmes who served as a
Private in Company B, 145th Illinois Infantry.

The Post was disbanded in 1937.

A. W. Chapman Post #21
St. Joseph, Berrien County, Michigan
Organized July 18, 1881

This Post was probably named to honor Augustus W. Chap-
man of St. Joseph, Michigan. He enlisted as a 1st. Lieutenant of
Company B, 6th Michigan Infantry on June 19, 1861 at the age
of 23. He was promoted to Captain, Company K on December 1,
1862. He was wounded on May 27, 1863 at Port Hudson, Loui-
siana. He was wounded again, while attached to General Rich-
ardson’s Staff, at Sabine Cross Roads, Louisiana and also take as
a Prisoner of War on April 8, 1864. He died of these wounds on
April 28, 1864 in Mansfield, Louisiana.

The Post was mustered with 21 Charter Members.
The first Post Commander was Jay J. Drake who enlisted as

2nd Lieutenant of Company G, 7th Missouri Infantry and was
discharged as Captain of the company.

The Post met at City Hall on the corner of Broad and
Main Streets. In 188 they met at Martin’s Hall on Main
Street and in 1893 at the Post Hall, street not indicated. In
1894 they were meeting at SOV Hall on State Street, noted
in 1896 as G.A.R. Hall on State Street. In December 1915
they indicated meeting at Memorial Hall on Front Street.

In the December 1897 Report a lengthy note reports that
areview of the records indicated that a count of the members
in good standing provided a count of 24 more members than
previously reported and they were added to the count. No
names were provided to cover the discrepancy.

The last Post Commander was Charles E. Brighthaupt
who served as a Private in Company K, 87th Ohio Infantry
for four months. It is reported that he took a Transfer Card
in December 1908, but there is no report of his return to the
Post. He served as Post Surgeon in 1925, Junior Vice Com-
mander in 1926, 1927 and 1928 and as Commander in 1929
and 1930.

The Post was disbanded in 1932.

William Perrott Post #22
Buchanan, Berrien County, Michigan
Organized July 11, 1881

This Post was named to honor William B. Parrott of Bu-
chanan. He enlisted as 1st Lieutenant an Quartermaster in
the 12th Michigan Infantry on August 4, 1862. He was Act-
ing Brigade Quartermaster in July 1863. He died, of disease,
at Buchanan on March 14, 1864

The Post was mustered with 38 Charter Members.

The first Post Commander was John F. Barmore who en-
listed as a Private in Company C, 12th Michigan Infantry on
December 3, 1861. He was discharged as Corporal on July
29, 1865. He died January 19, 1919.

The Post met at a variety of Halls on Front Street. In 1881
at Good Templar, 1882, Odd Fellows, 1887 at S. of V., 1889
at Roe’s, 1893 at Boyle’s and 1894 G. A. R. Hall. In June of
1912 they indicate meetings at City Hall on Oak Street and
in 1919, Council Rooms.

The last Post Commander, in 1931, was Samuel Bunker
who served as a Bugler in Company K, 11th Michigan Cav-
alry. He died on December 22, 1935.

No Roster of Officers was reported after 1931. No reports
were filed for 1932 and 1933. The Post was disbanded in
1937.

Garfield Post #30
Coloma, Berrien County, Michigan
Organized October 10, 1881

The Post was Mustered with 18 Charter Members.

The first Post Commander was William A. Baker who
enlisted in Company K, 178th Ohio Infantry on August 26,
1864. He was discharged as Corporal on June 29, 1865 at
Charlotte, NC.

The Post initially met at Howe’s Hall. By 1882 they met



at the “G.A.R. Hall” on Public Square. By 1886 this location
was noted as Washington Street. In 1897 they met at Baker’s
Hall on Main Street, the Town Hall and Odd Fellows Hall on
Main Street. In 1917 the meeting location is again noted as
G.A.R. Hall, but no street is named.

The last Post Commander was Albert Newton who enlist-
ed in Company C of the 19th Michigan Infantry on January 4,
1864 at age 18. He was reported sick on May 15, 1864 an no
further information is provided.

The final Report was filed by this Post on December 31,
1919 with nine Members remaining.

The Post was disbanded on December 10, 1919

Geo. G. Meade Post #36
Berrien Center, Berrien County, Michigan
Organized December 29, 1881

This Post was named to honor Major General George
Gordon Meade. He was born in Cadiz, Spain while his fa-
ther served as consul there. He graduated from West Point in
1835. Following some time in engineering, as a civilian, he
rejoined the military in 1842 and served with some distinction
in the Mexican War. He was made Brigadier General of Vol-
unteers in 1861 at the start of the Civil War. He was severely
wounded during the Seven Days Battle but soon recovered.
At Antietam he commanded the Corps after General Hooker
was wounded. He commanded the Army of the Potomac dur-
ing the Battle of Gettysburg. He was promoted to the Major
General of the Regular Army by Congress in gratitude for his
service. After the war he was given command of the Division
of the Atlantic, headquartered in Philadelphia. He died at the
residence, presented to his wife by their fellow citizens in
grateful recognition of his service, on November 6, 1872.

The Post was Mustered with 16 Charter Members.

The first Post Commander was B. H. Rutter who enlisted
in Company M, 1st Michigan Cavalry on August 21, 1865
and served until September 24, 1865.

The Post met at the Grange Hall, G. A. R. Hall and Stock
Co. Hall in Berrien Center. They report in June 1906 - “Have
no hall to meet in.”

The last Post Commander was S. L. Snaveley who served
in Company C, 192nd Pennsylvania Infantry from February
13, 1865 to August 24, 1865.

The last report filed by the Post was December 31, 1917
with three Members.

The Post was disbanded November 15, 1919.

Kilpatrick Post #39
Berrien Springs, Berrien County, Michigan
Organized February 15, 1882

There is no indication about the name of this Post.
The Post was Mustered with 26 Charter Members.

The first Post Commander was R. D. Dix who enlisted as

a Private in Company K, 2nd Michigan Infantry on May 2,
1861. He was discharged as a Sergeant on May 25, 1864.

The Post met at a place on Ferry Street that is indicated
with several names, including, AOUW Hall, IOOF Hall,
G.A.R. Hall, Town Hall, Garland Hall, Fikes Hall, Hendelman
Hall and finally IOOF Hall.

The last Post Commander was Henry J. Moyer who served
in Company C, 25th Nichigan Infantry from August 2, 1862
until June 24, 1865.

The final report was filed December 31, 1923 noting 11 ac-
tive Members and a note - “will not meet until Spring.”

The Post was disbanded in May 1925.

Frank Graves Post #64
Niles, Berrien County, Michigan
Organized June 19, 1882

This Post was named to honor Frank Graves of Niles. He
entered service as Lieutenant Colonel of the 8th Michigan In-
fantry, at organization, on August 9, 1861 at Detroit, age 26.
He was commissioned Colonel on May 1, 1863. He was killed
in action at the Wilderness, Virginia on May 6, 1864.

The Post was Mustered with 16 Charter Members.

The first Post Commander was David Bacon who enlisted
as Captain of Company K, 6th Michigan Infantry on August
20, 1861. He was discharged after a gun shot wound as Lieu-
tenant Colonel on August 7, 1863.

The Post met at the G.A.R. Hall on Mains street. In 1882
the meeting place is identified as AO of UW Hall on Main
Street.

The last Post Commander was D. Sheehan who enlisted as
a Private in Company H, 20th Michigan Infantry on July 19,
1862. He was discharged as 1st Sergeant un June 9, 1865.

The last Report was filed on December 31, 1909 showing
19 Members. There were no Reports 1910 - 1912.

The Post was disbanded in 1910.

Frank Graves Post #64
Niles, Berrien County, Michigan
Organized October 17, 1913

This Post was named to honor Frank Graves of Niles who
was killed in action at the Wilderness, Virginia on August 7,
1863.

The Post was Mustered with 23 Charter Members.

The first Commander was William Hillis Smith who served
in Company E, 7th Indiana Cavalry.

The Post met at G.A.R. Hall on Main Street. In 1921 they
met at the residence of the Commander, 305 south 3rd Street.

The last Post Commander was William Hillis Smith, noted



above.

The last Report filed December 31, 1921 shows 12 Mem-
bers.

The Post was dropped from the Journal on June 30, 1926
